	Jimmy Neutron
This one episode of Jimmy Neutron included references and direct quotations from half a dozen plays.  Here we see one of Jimmy Neutron’s classmates deliver part of the Tomorrow speech.
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	Ray Bradbury’s Something Wicked This Way Comes
Bradbury, a master of post-apocalyptic science fiction, borrowed his title and some themes from Macbeth.  In a funny coincidence, not only is one of the protagonists named “Will,” but this book was reprinted by “Avon Books.”
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	Alistair Maclean’s The Way to Dusty Death
Another book who owes its title to the Bard, again from the Tomorrow speech.  In this thriller, the protagonist goes through some similar conflicts as Macbeth, but alcohol is what causes his madness.
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	William Faulkner’s The Sound and the Fury
Faulkner, another author to borrow ideas from Shakespeare, takes his title and his plot from Macbeth’s speech.  His entire novel is a tale told by an idiot.
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	Robert Frost’s poem “Out, Out…”
Poets have also drawn inspiration from this play, most notably Robert Frost, whose poem “Out, Out…” is named after Lady Macbeth’s bout with madness.
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
